Note: 

1. Late entries will NOT be accepted. 

2. Number of entries per event is subjected to change at the discretion of 

the organiser. 

3. It is the responsibility of each individual / player to check your entries 

from the Organisers to ensure it is accepted. 

4. Each player can register up to 2 categories. 

5. Registration should ONLY be done by the player. We do not accept 

“register on behalf”. 

Goodie bags collection: 

1. Each participant is entitled to ONE goodie bag per registered category.  

2. Upon collection, a proof of identification will need to be shown for 

verification via sighting. 

3. Collection will be upon registration of first match. 

4. Final day of collection will be on Sunday, 14th April 2024, by 6pm. 

5. Any uncollected goodie bag will be forfeited

Events Categories 

Singles • Men Singles Open 
• Boys Singles (U11, U13, U15)  

Doubles • Men Doubles Open 
• Mixed Doubles Open 

 
• All adult categories should have a minimum of 8 entries and maximum of 16. In the 

event where there are lesser than minimum requirement of entries the organiser have 

the rights to decide whether the event should be cancelled.  

• For the Boy’s categories, there must be a minimum of 12 entries and maximum of 24 

otherwise as aforementioned, organiser have the rights to decide whether the event 

should be cancelled.  

 

Eligibility of Players 
• This tournament is open for all nationalities residing in Singapore. 

• Entries are accepted on a first-come-first serve-basis.  

• Players that don’t fall within the age group in the boy’s category will NOT be allowed to 

participate. 

• Existing SAFRA members with a valid membership between the ages of 10-80 years 

old will be eligible for the “Men’s Singles Open, Men’s Doubles Open, Mixed Doubles 
Open” category. 

• The eligible date of birth for the participants taking part in the “Boy’s Singles (U11)” 
category will be between 1 January 2015 to 31 December 2016. 

• The eligible date of birth for the participants taking part in the “Boy’s Singles (U13)” 
category will be between 1 January 2013 to 31 December 2014. 

• The eligible date of birth for the participants taking part in the “Boys Singles (U15)” 
category will be between 1 January 2011 to 31 December 2012. 

• Organiser has the right to check the eligibility of a player during the tournament. Anyone 

found to have breach the eligibility criteria shall be disqualified from the tournament. 

  



 
 

Tournament Schedule  
 

1. Sequence of matches will be determined by a closed door draw on 28 February, match 
brackets to be uploaded on 4 March.  

2. Changes or updates to the schedule (if any) will be shared on SAFRA Tampines 

Facebook page.  

3. The event will be conducted in accordance to the laws/rules established by the 

Badminton World Federation (BWF) and as directed by the Singapore Badminton 

Association (SBA) (www.bwfbadminton.org & www.singaporebadminton.org.sg).  

4. The format of the tournament will be based on knockout system in 1 set 30 points for 
rounds 1, 2 & 3. Quarter-finals onwards will be best of 3 games through 21 points 
scoring system. 

5. The winners of the Semi-Finals round will enter the Finals playoff to compete for Gold 

and/or silver medals. 

6. The losers of Semi-Finals will be in joint 2nd Runner Up. 

7. Participant(s) must be appropriately attired for the matches with non-marking shoes 

during the tournament. Participants in Doubles category are encouraged to wear a 

uniformed attire for single elimination stage onwards.  

8. The Organising Committee shall decide and determine the grade of shuttlecocks used 

throughout the tournament.

Tournament Rules (On Event Day) 
 

1. Participants are to arrive 30 minutes prior to their scheduled match time for registration.  

2. Participants must bring their identification (NRIC / valid student pass / passport) for 

verification purpose during registration. Participant(s) who fail to present a valid 

identification will not be allowed to play for the tournament.  

3. If the preceding matches end well ahead of schedule, scheduled matches may be called 

in to begin 10 minutes earlier than assigned time. 

 

Jurisdiction 
 

1. The Organising Committee reserves the right to interpret or amend the rules and 

regulations of the competition at any time. Notifications of such changes will be posted 

on the competition website. All participants are advised to visit the competition website 

frequently for any notices or changes to draws or schedules.  

2. While reasonable precautions will be taken, the organisers, its servants and agents will 

not be responsible or in any way liable for any death, disability, personal injury, loss of 

property or any other loss howsoever arising from any cause whatsoever at any time 

during the competition.  

 

Umpire & Dispute Committee  
 

1. A Technical Officer will be supporting each match during the competition.  

2. Respect towards the officials must be always exercised. Any persons/teams who are 

found to be abusive or disrespectful by the match official may face the possibility of 

disciplinary actions such as disqualification from the tournament.  



 
 

3. Should there be any disputes during the tournament, participants may approach the 

Dispute Committee or Head Referee to seek for resolution.  

 

Walkover 

 

1. 3 minutes grace will be given prior to the matches, starting from the arrival of umpire to 

the court. Any participant(s) who fails to report to the umpire at the specified court after 

the grace period will be forfeited and the match will be declared as a walkover.  

 

Retirement 
 

1. If a participant decides to retire due to injury or other valid reasons, both participants will 

retain their points at the point of time of retirement. The opponent of retired entry will 

receive the remaining points of the match.  

 

Withdrawal 
 

1. Participant(s) who chose to withdraw from the tournament will have their points removed 

from the tournament and all scores will be deemed null and void.  

 

Disqualification 
 

1. Participant(s) will be disqualified in the event of unruly conduct, cheating, disrespectful or 

abusive behaviour.  

2. The Organiser reserves the right to disqualify Participant(s) at its discretion and take 

further disciplinary action that could be in the form of a term ban in future SAFRA 

badminton tournaments.  

3. Disqualification just prior to start of a tie will result in conceding walkover and walkover 

would mean conceding 0-21 points (in a single 21-point game) or 0-21, 0-21 (in a best of 

games).
